If you need a place to take care of your child/ren due to work reasons (occupations that
are continuously requested to operate even after the Emergency Declaration), or if you have a
particular reason for not being able to take care of your child, please contact Ms. Kumi. We will
continue to accept minimal number of children who meet the above mentioned requirements, and
the following rules.

(D Declaration of body temperature (Please check body temperature at home as much as
possible)

@ No respiratory symptoms (except for sneezing and runny nose caused by hay fever)
3 Wear a mask (Whether you have symptoms or not, students with no mask will be sent home)

Requests to various industries are expected to be announced by the Governor of Tokyo on
April 10 (Friday), class acceptance and rules may change accordingly.
